LEGO Play Ambassador Emma Watkins, says ‘Children are at the heart of the International Day of 

Play, but an integral part of children's environments are parents and industry professionals, and so 

I'm thrilled to join the discussion for the ECA webinar. There is an overwhelming sense of support 

from the adults in this space, but coming together and reviewing challenges and current practices is 



 

critical in understanding the needs and issues associated with children’s play time. In turn, these 

conversations and reflections can have such an important effect on health and well-being for 

everyone.’ 

 

ECA CEO Sam Page, says ‘Play is such a lovely part of childhood and we want policy-makers, 

educators, parents and communities to know they all have a part to play to provide children 

opportunities to play. Our own Statement on Play was developed to support better understandings 

of the power of play, and make sure it is a part of every child’s day.’ 

Play Australia CEO Robyn Monro Miller AM says ‘This International Day of Play is a chance to shine 

the spotlight on play, as not just a celebration of play but a chance to educate people that play is a 

biological necessity. We are not the only species that plays, but we are the only species that 

regularly deprives our young of play. Neuroscience has proven that play is critical not just for 

physical development but for brain development too!’
